Answer, by Mr. Liebe'—The Everglades mean
“Grassy Water.,” It is the Indian name, and it
is'a good one. There are miles upon miles 6f flat,
grassy land covered with water, usually very shallow
and Alled with grasses. Now and then there is a
“gut” or “slough” (a creek). Now and then also
there is a big swamp filled with trees. Sometimes
you will find a Iake all edpged with sawgrass. There
are little dry"spots called “islands,” or “hummocks,”
with trees on them. The water is usually clear, but
for the most part has a limy, slippery taste.

There isn’t much game in the ’Glades proper,
but on the higher land in the vicinity of the *Glades
there are deer, turkey, panther, litle black bear,
raccoon, fox-squirrel, etc., especially in those places
